But they were also blessed 

by a relationship with Spring City Fellowship 

and people from the Hopewell Network.  There 

were numerous times of sharing facilities,  

participating in joint ministries, and fellowship 

with Pastors John and Sandra Shantz.  Last fall, 

Pastor John and his leadership team contacted 

Pastor Curt Malizzi and began a season of 

exploring the Lordõs direction.   Pastor John met 

with the Hopewell Networkõs monthly pastorsõ 

group, and with pastors participating in a 

monthly tele-coaching series with Pastor Curt. 

  After a time of exploring, Living Hopeõs 
leadership team met with the leadership of the 
Eastern Region, Churches of God, and shared 
their sense of calling to be part of the Hopewell 
Network.  So, with their blessing, Living Hope 
was released to begin the engagement process
