  The nation of Haiti was rocked by a 

devastating earthquake of magnitude 7.0 on 

January 12 and over 200,000 were killed by 

this event. While this devastated the buildings 

and infrastructure, it has not diminished the 

spirit of the people to rise up nor has it 

diminished the Holy Spirit from moving in many 

people coming to Christ. Pastors Curt Malizzi 

and Aaron Durso went down soon after the 

earthquake to bring finances to the most 

devastated churches in Hopewellõs Grace 

Assemblies Network in the area just north of 

Port au Prince, the capital city and earthquake 

epicenter. The pastors also brought moral 

support and prayer to those most grief 

stricken. 

  The Hopewell Network then raised over 

$40,000 to help the churches of Haiti with 

food, rebuilding materials, and medical mission 

work. Three teams of men and women went to 

Haiti in April, and a fourth team from ACTS 

Covenant Fellowship is getting ready to travel 

from May 11-18, 2010 to bring construction 

help.  

  The three teams consisted of: first, a training 

team to introduce the Agape Prayer Ministry 

to a select group of Haitian pastors.  We were 

invited by Pastor Lesly Bertrand and Pastor 

Ivan Georges to teach inner healing prayer 

ministry to their pastors.  òWe have nothing 

like this in Haiti,ó they told us. The training 

teaches pastors and lay leaders how to lead 

people through prayers of repentance and 

forgiveness, how to minister freedom from 

bondage, deliverance, and healing for 

emotional wounds.  For more information,  

go to www.agapeprayerministry.com.     

  The second team was a work team of men 

from Hopewell Telford and Hopewell 

Elverson to help repair the broken-down 

security walls around the orphanage just 

completed last year. The team was led by 

Dick Fletcher. A great amount of work was 

accomplished, and the orphanage is now 

running with children.      

  The third trip was a medical missions team 

of a medical doctor from Doylestown 

Hospital and three nurses - one from Paoli 

and two from Reading Hospital. In three 

days the team saw and treated over 700 

people, and many were very thankful for 

the much needed medical help.
